Licensing New Europe 2010 Proves To Be A Huge Success 

The Licensing New Europe 2010 Show & Conference, which came to a close on November 13th, has proved to be a huge success, with large numbers of delegates from across the world attending the event. 
The show - held in Zagreb, Croatia and hosted by Zagreb-based company Creata Ltd - is held each year to promote the role of licensing in the New Europe region, an area comprising 35 countries and with more than 400 million inhabitants across Central, Eastern and South-eastern Europe, Russia and CIS. International experts who spoke at the event included Professor Linas Liubinskas, a leading authority on international strategic marketing who presented a comprehensive overview of each country in New Europe. Dr Igor Matutinovic, Managing Director of the GfK Group - one of the largest market research companies in the world – also spoke at the show and provided delegates with specialised information about retailers and consumer behaviour in the region. Another popular and valuable presentation was given by Oksana Parkheta, from the State Department of Intellectual Property of Ukraine, who led a presentation of her colleagues from several other countries in New Europe.
Post-show reaction from delegates was extremely positive - Peter Schnohr, Director/COO, KIDZ EEMC commented that “this was a successful first show for us and we would like to come back.”; Marty Brochstein, Senior Vice President, LIMA said that: “I came to the show because this is a significant licensing event in this part of the word…I am glad to say that the Conference part was very comprehensive and very well structured.” Another delegate, Carl Lumbard, VP & MD, 20th Century Fox Consumer Products, reported that he had enjoyed three really good days at the show.
