Pip branded notebooks and party invites, available direct from Over the Moon, are also proving to be a big hit. 

The ongoing strategy for the licensing programme is to target two specific markets: young children, as represented by the Shreds deal, and tweens up to students, as represented by the Bluebird Brands range.
