The timing of the event also gives visitors the chance to enhance the value of their visit by attending a number of shows and tapping into the huge depth of expertise that will be on offer.”
“Russia is establishing itself as the next frontier for licensing and branding and Licensing@Russia is for those in the industry who want to step into this market - representing a milestone in educational, cultural and business exchange between the international licensing sector and the Russian business community,” adds Zeljko William Krnjak from the LIMA New Europe office in Moscow. “The Russian market’s sheer potential is illustrated by two facts: Russia and neighbouring countries represent the world’s fastest growing market for the cinema and entertainment industry, whilst the Russian toy market is the world leader for growth - with experts talking of rates of 10 to 15 percent a year for children‘s products.”
